The true genius of MASH is how Altman managed to take death, terror, blood and guts and turn it
into a humorous dramatic masterpiece that gives life to the anxieties of running a field hospital and depth to
the people whom struggle with mortality day to day. MASH is really a testament to strength people have
when faced with adversity and how we cope with the unthinkable.

Realize this film was made before we knew the true purpose of the concentration camps and
before we realized nearly 12-million people of all faiths, races and various handicaps would become
victims of Nazi racism. This film remains an interesting comment on US perceptions at the time and was
quite risky for the director to make.

TO BE OR NOT TO BE is both the title and the password used by clandestine lovers, (a German officer and
the actress) to arrange rendezvous. Only the husband starts to realize something is up when every time he
begins the soliloquy on stage, a man leaves the theater. Carole Lombard's last role in the movies and she
goes out on top with a stellar performance laced with witty dialog and quick jokes.

Somehow the prisoners must sneak one of their own
out of the camp to save him from being hung for espionage. When they discover the mole, the way
becomes clear. Stalag 17 is a classic wartime film that is both dramatic and wickedly funny.

Set during WWII it covers a
bomber pilot's quest to run enough missions to finally be discharged, only the government keeps changing
the rules. Many of the performances are phenomenal. One tip, turn on Close Captioning. Many of the
jokes are so quick you'll miss them without the subtitles!

Prior to January 2003, we thought this film was rather funny as it takes issue with the Clinton presidency,
the Monica incident and the bombing of an Aspirin factory. Then we watched the plot play out, only rather
than attacking some Soviet Block country enmeshed in civil war, to our horror we saw step-by-step the
orchestration of Wag the Dog, even down to the song which hit number one on the Country charts, play out
in our rush to smash Iraq. Only this time, there is no sexual scandal. Cross reference today's reality where
the current cover-up begins in 1996 with our Vice President's involvement with an elite 28 member team
called JINSA and its plan for global regime changes using US forces beginning with Iraq and ending with
China. Never heard of JINSA? Our point exactly. You'll have to read international press like the BBC to
find out what is happening in the US!

Like in the movie, rather than investigate and question the war, blindly the American public watches
carefully orchestrated news footage of falling statues and screaming crowds planned to fall within camera
shot. Like in the movie, the news media plays straight into the government's PR requirements and works
hand-in-hand with the government to sell its war and deflect American attention from the economy and real
issues at hand.

Yet turning the mirror on reality is what makes great satire as its absurdity is bought hook, line and sinker
by the masses despite our knowing better. Wag the Dog captures this and reminds us, especially today to
question what we're fed and asked to believe. This film is captivatingly funny and ominously sobering at
the same time.

Heathers is an black comedy
about just that, only in this case, the witches get what is coming to them! Heathers refers to the in-crowd,
all of whom happen to be named Heather except Veronica played by Winona Ryder. Beautiful and



spiteful, these girls rule the school and begin a trend of suicides for amusement by taunting their
classmates. Yet in this pre-Columbine world, a lone male student with serious psychological issues and
dark ways emerges and works to convince Veronica that the ultimate stunt is to plant a bomb in the school
and blow up the entire class in one mass suicide. This is a delicious, wickedly funny look at high school
and the perversion of teen angst. Perfect viewing prior to your 10-year High School reunion, though not
necessary for the twenty year. Fortunately for society, even the witches grow up by then!
